INDEMNITY - Each party agrees to indemnify, defend and hold its agents, employees, officers, directors,
and consultants harmless from and against any and all claims, suits, actions, damages, fees, (including
attorneys' fees), and liabilities whatsoever which arise out of or relate to the project except to the extent
resulting from the negligence or willful misconduct of the other party.

Either of us may terminate this agreement for any reason by seven days' written notice. We agree to stop
work immediately upon receiving your notice, except for a reasonable time during the seven-day notice
period to put the documents in order and to close down the project; you agree to pay us for such work.

We will bill you monthly based on a percentage complete basis. Payment is expected within 30 days of
the billing date.
