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Rationale:  The Middle and High School instrumental and vocal music courses represent a continuation of a student’s experience in music education.  These Middle and High School music courses focus on students learning proper instrumental techniques, or vocal singing techniques.  In addition, students rehearse and perform music of an advanced degree of difficulty and of different styles, cultures, and periods.
In previous years, each Middle and High school was responsible for acquiring books for music courses.  This placed an undue burden on schools as some were able to purchase books for courses, while others required parents/guardians to purchase books for students.  This practice was not in alignment with AB1575, created an inequity across the district and possibly prevented students from fully accessing music courses.  In order to correct this and support our music education programs, it is recommended that method books and music books be purchased centrally for all Middle and High School sites.
[bookmark: _GoBack]On September 17th, committee members met to discuss and provide input about music books for use at the Middle and High school levels.  For instrumental and vocal music courses, it is recommended that a variety of method books and music books be available for use within one course in order to address the range of learners within a course.
