WHEREAS, administrators are responsible for recruiting, training, and evaluating
certificated and classified staff; managing and maximizing limited budgets, implementing
school board policies and complying with federal, state, and local regulations and laws,
planning and maintaining school facilities, and providing transportation, nutrition, and
social service programs to pupils and their families; and

WHEREAS, research shows that great administrators improve staff effectiveness; and

WHEREAS, local administrative teams include confidential employees who perform and
assist in the performance of many critical functions; and

WHEREAS, school leaders depend on a network of support from school communities -
fellow administrators, teachers, parents, students, businesses, community members,



board trustees, colleges and universities, community and faith-based organizations,
elected officials and district and county staff and resources - to promote ongoing student
achievement and school success; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mt. Diablo Unified School District joins with
the State Board of Education declaring October 8-14, 2023 the Week of the School
Administrator and commends the many outstanding contributions and services provided
by administrative teams in our public schools.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution be distributed to all schools within the
district.
